Recommendations for use : Spray the wood surfaces thoroughly
ensuring complete coverage and absorption. Surfaces containing
moisture need repeat application to achieve better control. Wood Shield
prevents and protects the treated wood from infestation of termites and
borers.

Method of application : Wood Shield can be applied by using air
compressed sprayers fitted with hollow cone nozzle. Susceptible wood
varieties can be treated by dipping to ensure through absorption.
Precaution: DO NOT USE ON FOOD CROPS. Aviod contact with skin,
eyes and mouth. Wear protective clothing like apron, gloves, face shield
and boots. Ensure adequate ventilation before and after the use.
Symptoms of poisoning : The early symptoms may be a combination
of headache, giddiness, nausea, vomiting and convulsions, if
swallowed.

First aid : Remove the patient from further exposure and wash
contaminated, skin with plenty of water and soap. If eyes are
contaminated, flush with clean water.

Drug Therapy / Antidote : Atropinize the patient immediately and
maintain full atropinization by repeated doses of 2 to 4 mg at 5 - 10
minutes interval. Administer 1-2 g of 2 - PAM dissolved in 10cc of
distilled water and inject intravenously, very slowly for 10-15 minutes.
Storage : The package containing the formulated grade insecticides
should be stored in original containers in separate room or almirah
under lock and key depending on the quantity of insecticide, away from
the reach of children, food stuffs, animals feeds and other articles and
keep in cool and dry place. The premises for storage should be well built,
well lit, sufficientin dimension and well ventilated.

Disp I of empty C : The empty containers should never
be re - used and should be destroyed and buried in a safe place. Dispose
off packages or surplus material and washing in safe manner so as to
prevent environmental and water pollution.
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
